All Secondary Schools in the South Island shall be eligible to compete. Any Secondary
School which incorporates Years 7-13 may include students from Years 7 & 8 in their
teams.

All players must be enrolled and currently attending the secondary school which they
represent.

All players must be under 19 years of age at the first of January in the year of the
competition.

Schools may enter more than one team in each division, i.e. Boys or Girls.

Composite teams (i.e. more than 1 school per team) may be considered by Badminton

Canterbury and School Sport New Zealand on a case by case basis.

The entry fee is $275 inc. GST per feam with payment due 7t June, 2024. No refund will
be provided if teams withdraw after 24 May, 2024.
Entry forms must be submitted online no later than 24" May, 2024.

One division will be held for boys and one division for girls. This will be revised in coming
years as entry numbers increase.

Each team must consist of between 4-6 players.

Gold, silver and bronze medals will be awarded in all divisions.
